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Aston Clinton Colts Football Club Incident/Accident Procedure

Dealing with an Incident or Accident

1. Stay calm but act swiftly and observe the situation. Is there danger of further injuries?
2. Listen to what the injured person is saying;

3. Alert the first-aider who should take appropriate action for minor injuries;

4. In the event of an injury regarding specialist treatment, call the emergency services;

5. Deal with the rest of the group and ensure that they are adequately supervised;

6. Do not move someone with major injuries. Wait for the emergency medics;

7. Contact the injured person’s parent/guardian;

8. Complete an accident report form.

Club, Manager and Coaches – Be Prepared for Incidents or Accidents

1. Club and Manager/Coach:  to make sure that a trained first-aider is available for all training sessions and games.

2. Manager/Coach: to make sure that a medical kit is available for all training sessions and games.

3. Manager/Coach: to ensure that Incident/Accident forms are kept with the first aid kit and that a form is completed for each incident. Completed forms are to be given to the Club Secretary for review by the Club Committee and filing.

4. Club: to include medical consent as part of annual subscription.
5. Club: to ensure that reported incidents/accidents are reviewed and appropriate action taken.

6. Club and Manager/Coach: to ensure that an up to date contact list including medical notes is available for all training sessions and games.
7. If access is required for emergency vehicles the key to the gate is behind the bar in the Social Club
