Policy on the Use of Photography, Video and Web Cams


Since the introduction of the Data Protection Act in 1998, there is a duty upon all of us to be very careful in the use of photographs, videos and webcams of clearly identifiable people.

Increased use of the internet and the means of recording images of children and adults via this medium raises all sorts of moral and ethical questions.

The Data Protection Act 1998 also affects use of photography.  There are a number of issues which the Club would want its players, parents/guardians and others involved, to be aware of:

Data Protection Act 1998

· If you want to take pictures at matches or training sessions involving Aston Clinton Colts Juniors, you must get the permission of all the people who will appear in a photograph, video or webcam image before you record the footage.  This especially means children as well as adults.

· You must make it clear why you are using that person’s image, what you will be using it for, and who might want to look at the pictures.

· If you are taking images at an event attended by large crowds, (such as a Mini-Soccer Festival), then this is regarded as a public area so you do not need to get the permission of everyone in a crowd shot.  People in the foreground are also considered to be in a public area, however, the Club advises that the photographer tells all those within earshot, stating if or where the photograph may be published and allowing them the opportunity to move away.
· If you want to capture the image of, for example, the goal scorer at a cup final – with the crowd in the background – you must get the goal scorer (and/or parent’s) permission and record the fact that you have done so.  The Data Protection Act requires this.

· The Act requires that any photographs published must be accredited to the author (the photographer) and remain copyright.

· Aston Clinton Colts Junior Football Club will not publish any pictures of its players or adult helpers on its website or within its publications unless the appropriate consent has been given.

· Be advised that the Press are exempt from the Data Protection Act, and that Aston Clinton Colts Juniors has no jurisdiction in this area.  Some parents might object to having their child’s photograph published in a newspaper or other medium.  This is an issue that the parent/guardian must take up with the photographer, publication, or agency concerned.  The Club cannot accept any responsibility or liability in this respect.
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
